blokart™ user manual

Congratulations on purchasing a blokart. You have bought a high performance
recreational vehicle capable of speeds in excess of 70kph that can be packed away into
an average sized car! Every aspect of the blokart from its components, how to set it up,
and even how to pack it away, have been carefully designed and tested to ensure your
blokart gives maximum enjoyment and longevity.

Please take time to carefully read the following manual which includes setup
instructions, parts diagram, sailing hints, safety tips, etc. before you unpack your blokart
for the first time. .

We hope you have lots of fun with your blokart. May the wind always blow!

.. ‘5 minutes to go!’

‘5 minutes to go’ is more than just a marketing slogan. Once you are familiar with the set
up procedure, you will find that 5 minutes is the actual time it takes to go from a bag to a
blokart capable of 70kph. Likewise, when it's time to pack up, ‘I'll be ready in 5 minutes’ -
is not a lie! However to do this you should carefully follow the instructions below.

SETTING UP THE KART

1. Find a safe spot to set up the blokart, i.e. no overhead powerlines or trees etc.!

2. Lay the bag on the ground with the front (the narrow end) pointing into the wind. (To
work out the wind direction, throw some grass or sand up in the air and note the
direction it blows.)

3. Unzip the bag fully and remove the loose contents (sail, fork assembly, wheels,
handle bars and axle tubes) but leave the chassis in the bag.

4. Attach each large wheel to a black fibreglass axle and secure in place with the
quick-release button. Now slide each fi bregtass axie into the rear chassis axle and
ensure the buttons are located.

5. Pull the seat back fully until it rests on the backstays. Loosen the seat quick-release
levers on either side, rotate the small plates down over the backstays and re-lock
into place.

6. Lift up the mast base unt|l it's near vertical and undo the two tri-knobs. Raise each of
the side stays up and attach on to the mast base. Firmly secure in place with the tri-
knobs, and remember to check periodically during use.

7. Loosen the quick-release lever on the chassis front, raise the chassis front out of the
bag then slide the fork assembly into the keel tube until the collar is located. Rotate
the front fork assembly until the button clicks into place. N.B. Do not tighten the
quick-release lever yet.

8. Loosen the quick-release lever on the front fork, and then slide the handle bar
through the hole in the mast base and into the fork assembly until the button clicks
into place. Tighten the quick-release lever to secure the handlebars in place, and

: now tighten the chassis front quick-release lever.

9. The kart is now ready to go.
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RIGGING UP THE SAIL

10. Roll out the sail with the top pointing downwind and remove the loose contents.
11. Slide the two thinner mast sections together, and then the two larger sections. Slide
the thinner section into the mast pocket of the sail, then connect the other section.
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
